


Priority Wildlife Crossing Zones

As shown on this map, the Critical Paths Project has identified 11 priority zones of the 38 wildlife crossings that
= were surveyed along the spine of Vermont’s Green Mountains. The inset map (below right) shows the three zones that
were monitored along Route 118, and highlights the detailed physical characteristics of the priority zone between
Belvidere and Eden. Priority crossing zones were selected based upon criteria such as high species use and diversity,
the presence of core habitat on either side of the road, as well as natural and physical features.
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
