e Student-initiated in October 2004 with 17 recycled
bikes.

 |nitially funded by student government and an
NWF Campus Ecology Fellowship.

e Student government currently funds the project.

 The program now has 40 yellow bikes and 18 blue
bikes.



Yellow Bikes:

« Bikes avallable to all faculty
staff and students.

o Standard Check-out 48 hours,
longer check-outs available
upon request.

 All bikes equipped with a lock
and some have baskets.

e Check-outs handled in Student center recreation
room.



Blue Departmental Bikes:

 New Fall 2006.

« Available to any faculty and
staff department.

« Each bike equipped with a
lock, a rear rack and a
folding basket.

* Bikes are checked out for one
or two semesters.




Campus Bike Shop:

e Opened spring 2006.

e This shop iIs available to all
members of the campus
community. The goal is to
provide a campus resource
where people can work on
their own bikes or learn basic bike skills by helpng
maintain the two library fleets.

e Shop is staffed by program coordinator and two paid
Interns.
