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Bird bills are amazing tools for eating. But birds eat many different kinds of foods—and they 
have different bills to match. Read “Cool Tools” (pages 16-22 in the October 2008 Ranger 

Rick). Then check out some hungry birds near you.  

Look for a variety of foods, such as 
birdfeeders with different kinds of seeds or suet, berries on trees or bushes, and dead trees
