
Sort and pack each of your 
children’s clothes within 
individual small plastic grocery 
bags. This way you can grab a 
bag in the morning and have a 
full set of clothes for the day, 
and at night you can stuff the 
dirty ones in the plastic bag.

Pack layers. Dress kids in 
several layers, which can be 
peeled off as they get warm or 
added on as they cool off.
